SECRETARY/TREASURER:

FINANCIAL:

Adam Kocher made a motion to pay all November bills and motion was seconded by Betty Figels. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Adam Kocher to accept the financial report and was seconded by Betty Figels. Motion carried.

Following a review of the new insurance policy a motion was made by Betty Figels and seconded by Adam Kocher to approve EMC for borough coverage. 

Upon the suggestion of the financial committee the council decided to invest the maturing 13 mo. CD in the amount with interest of $20,744.54 into a new 18 mo. CD. at 4.00%. with the interest projected at approx. $1312.00 to be rolled over into the CD quarterly. A motion was made by Steve Snyder to accept this CD plan and was seconded by Betty Figels. SOLICITOR: 

A motion was made by Adam Kocher to approve the new Solicitor rates that will increase from $175.00 hr. to $195.00 hr. starting Jan. 1, 2025 and motion was seconded by Betty Figels. Motion carried. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: Progress Report
EQUIPMENT, BUILDINGS & RECREATION: 
Council voted to allocate $2900.00 for new bathroom and hallway flooring by Carpetman. This motion was made by Adam Kocher and seconded by Steve Snyder. Motion carried.

Adam Kocher also made the motion to allocate the $2900.00 for the flooring; $3000.00 for new bathroom fixtures to be decided by Betty Figels and the remaining funds of $2032.06 allotted to the new sign being proposed. Funds for the project will be coming from ARPA funds that need to be designated by Dec. 31, 2024. Motion was made by Adam Kocher and seconded by Betty Figels. Motion carried. 
Betty Figels reported on welcome sign progress that Axman Engineering has completed zoning and permit applications for the welcome sign but start dates and final pricing will come at a later date.
Betty Figels reported on the recreation committee needs to set a time/date to meet with George Ely of Playworld at the playground site to review space available for equipment and costs involved.

STREETS/HIGHWAYS:

Steve reported that Megan Watkins, Constituent Relations Specialist for State Senator Lynda Schlegel Culver has been in contact with DEP on the storm drain issue at Rte. 54 & SR44. DEP states storm drain is all PennDOT and she has reached out to PennDOT and PennDOT will respond to her no later than 12/6/24.

Steve Snyder reported on the issues involved with the ditch lines from the VFW to the local creek and from Rte. 54 to Clark’s. Ditches are overgrown and totally clogged and will need cleaned out. Issue is who owns the ditches at what locations? Jeremy LeBarron will be instructed to get a quote on clearing out the ditches, if funding by grants is not available.
