SECRETARY/TREASURER:

FINANCIAL:

Reviewed financial report and had one question on Special Highway Fund amount shown. Secretary will look into this and report back a next meeting. 
Next CD will mature Dec. 17, 2024 and Finance Committee reported to Council the various rates for 4 different CD for 6 mo.at 4.75%; 13/mo.at 4.35%; 15 mo. at 4.25% and 18 mo. at 4.00%. It was suggested by the committee to consider the 18 mo. CD and the interest would be approx. $1312.00 to be rolled over into the CD quarterly. Council will vote at the Dec. 2nd meeting. 
Council reviewed the bills and will vote to pay all November bills at the next meeting.
CORESPONDENCE:

The new Comcast contract will take effect in Jan. 2025 at $242.95 monthly and will be a two-year contract. 
SOLICITOR: 

Solicitor rates will increase from $175.00 hr. to $195.00 hr. starting Jan. 1, 2025. Council will vote to accept this rate increase at the next meeting, Dec. 2.

EQUIPMENT, BUILDINGS & RECREATION: 
No progress on sign project to discuss as chairperson, Betty Figels is awaiting a response from Axeman Engineering on what procedures she must follow. 
On the playground committee of Pat Betz, Steve Snyder and Betty Figels will meet in the near future with George Ely at the playground to get an accurate idea of what types of equipment will fit in the playground space currently available. Also, they will meet to select equipment for applying for a playground grant. 
Council will vote at the Dec. 2nd meeting to approve the estimate for new flooring in both bathrooms and hallway at cost of $2900.00 by Carpetman and approve the purchase of new bathroom fixtures as needed using ARPA funds and any remaining funds applied to the sign project. 

STREETS/HIGHWAYS:

Steve reported that Megan Watkins, Constituent Relations Specialist for State Senator Lynda Schlegel Culver has been in contact with DEP on the storm drain issue at Rte. 54 & SR44. DEP states storm drain is all PennDOT and she has reached out to PennDOT and PennDOT will respond to her no later than 12/6/24.

Steve Snyder reported on the issues involved with the ditch lines from the VFW to the local creek and from Rte. 54 to Clark’s. Ditches are overgrown and totally clogged and will need cleaned out. Issue is who owns the ditches at what locations? Jeremy LeBarron will be instructed to get a quote on clearing out the ditches, if funding by grants is not available. 
Paul Franke spoke up that the ditch lines need done because of local area flooding regardless of funding.

The Grant Committee is looking into alternate grant options since the project in mind did not qualify under the Dirt and Gravel due to lack of drainage (catch basins) in the area.
